TWENTY-FIVE
Scene 7 – 2nd Generation
Numbers 2 & 5 enter SR – in front of curtain. Walk to CS.  LIGHTS UP 

#5:  Wow that was some party! They could have danced all night.
#2:  The practically did.  We’re on overtime.
#5:  Hey, overtime pay is not a bad thing.  
#2:  I’m not sure they’ll pay us for it.  It wasn’t pre-authorized. 
#5:  They’d better pay.  This has not been an easy job.
#2: Theater jobs are always hard.
#5: Yes, but this one was also frustrating.  Nothing got resolved.  We don’t know if that family had to move back to their farm or if that crazy guy really did travel into the future.
#2: Yeah, and we don’t know if our numbers won the exacta at the Derby.
#5: That’s right – we might have made people rich…or richer. 
#2: And I wonder if those kids ever passed their test.
#5: And what about that guy in court.  I hope he didn’t get 25 to Life!
#2:  We don’t even know if the theater program is going to continue.
#5: To be honest, I don’t know if I’m going to continue.  (Puts hand on pit of “back” and leans backward to “stretch”) I’m just getting too old for this job.
#2:  Don’t say that!  I would really miss working with you.
#5:  No you wouldn’t.  I’m always late, or messing up – you’ll find someone better to work with.  

SL entrance of Gen Z who is wearing a billboard that says “Gen Z” on front and “25 More” on back.  He enters, makes eye contact with #2 and #5 on other side of stage and then turns to audience and gives speech as a declaration.  This is the “know-it-all” kid who has all the answers for solving the world’s problems.  

Gen Z: Suh Bruh!  Be chill.  I got your answers. No cap.  
First, that fam jam did the farm thing. 
The cringy clock guy -  traveled and made a lit movie. 
The betting dudes  - took an L.   
The school squad flexed their knowledge and are forever stans of the janitor.
The court guy – he’s salty cause he has to pull up with some metal bars  - but not forever.  
And the theater squad  - they’re Gucci.  
(Turns and faces #5 and give a high key correction) 
As for retiring – I can’t even. Dude, don’t make me go ham.  You gonna be basic or fire? Cause we (points to words “Gen Z) got squad goals. BIG squad goals.  So let’s get this bread.  Yeet!

Gen Z signals for # 2 & #5 to follow him as he turns around(toward curtain sot he audience can read back billboard “25 More”) and exits SL.
# 2 & # 5 look at each other in confusion – PAUSE– change body language
